The following qualifications are required for Trainee Membership in the American Neurotology Society.

1. The candidate shall have earned a Medical Degree of M.D., Ph.D., or the equivalent.

2. In Training in a field of study related to the field of Neurotology (Otolaryngology, Head and Neck Surgery Residency, Neurotology Fellowship or post doctoral research position).

3. Special interest in the field of Neurotology

4. Highest ethical and moral standards

5. Letter from Department Chair and/or Fellowship Director validating Trainee status. (ATTACH TO APP)
6. Certification of Trainee status and the duration of the program.

Application for Trainee Membership will be reviewed by the ANS Administrate office and approved by the Secretary-Treasurer. Trainee members will not be required to pay dues.  An online subscription to the Otology & Neurotology is complimentary for the duration of your training.  Trainee members may not attend executive sessions, may not vote and may not hold office.  Foreign members shall become eligible for Trainee Membership in the same manner as their American Colleagues.  Trainee Membership will co-terminate with the residency/fellowship program at which time Trainee member would be notified via letter to apply for ANS membership.  Do not handwrite the application/must be completed online, be prepared to answer the following.
